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Transporting the unit

The design of the Barricade makes transporting the product easy.

The three in one latching system enables the Barricade to be held folded whilst in transit. The
unit can be safely lifted by one person. Please always take care when moving the Barricade.
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During transportation, ensure the

n
Barricade is secured to the carrier

using straps or other measures.

In transport, always ensure the
Barricade is folded and latched.




Equipment care

The Barricade is weatherproof and finished with a durable powder coating, so it is
suitable for outdoor use, however it does not mean it is waterproof.

Always ensure that the product data plate remains visible and in good condition, especially
the unique serial number.

Ongoing maintenance

It is important to check that the Barricade is not damaged before every use.

We recommend for you to check the latch, rivets and bars every three months, to ensure that
the Barricade can operate fully. If the Barricade will be under rigorous use, we recommend
integrity checking regularly.

Always carry out integrity checks before lifting or transporting the unit.
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Warranty

Armorgard products are built to last, and all have a manufacturer’s warranty of 12 months -
please refer to the terms and conditions for what this covers.

Do not misuse the product, as this could affect the warranty. Always contact us if you require
any additional support in using the product.
