2. INTRODUCTION

Garage or workshop trolley with a 75kg (CX103.V2 50kg) capacity per shelf. Deep-walled shelves, which may be installed base down or base up
to give either tool or component security or unobstructed access. Fitted with four wheels, two fixed and two locking castors.

4. ASSEMBLY
4.1. Mount shelf to the upper hole in the end columns and loosely fix with M8 x 35mm screws and nuts.
4.2 Mount the other 2 (CX102.V2) or 3 (CX103.V2) shelves and loosely fix with M8 x 35mm screws and nuts.
4.3. Turn trolley over install castors into the bottom of the end frames, use 16mm spanner. Ensure two locking castors are fixed to same
end.
4.4. Tighten all fixings.
4.5. Turn the trolley upright, it is now ready to use.
